ASSESSMENT OF STUDENTS AS MEMBERS OF A GROUP 
……………………………………………………………………………………………………………………… 
 
PREAMBLE 
 
The Board supports the principle that the measurement of student achievement and 
description of progress through group data are an integral part of the teaching -learning 
process, that the primary purpose is to raise the general level of achievement throughout the 
district. For the purpose of this statement of policy, the term assessment will be used to refer 
to the measurement of student progress and achievement as members of a group in 
classroom, school, and district programs. Evaluation, grading, and reporting of individual 
student achievement are, however, excluded and addressed separately .

THE BOARD APPROVES A WELL-BALANCED, PLANNED PROGRAM OF STUDENT 
ASSESSMENT IN CLASSROOMS, IN SCHOOLS, AND THROUGHOUT THE
